Call for participation in the dialogue regarding the construction of the “new organ for the Slovak Philharmonic in Bratislava” and call for first partial tender in accordance with Clause 61, Article 1 of the Public Procurement Act


The Slovak Philharmonic, as a contracting authority under Clause 6, Article 1 d) of the Public Procurement Act, has received a financial contribution from the state budget to change the organ in the Slovak Philharmonic Concert Hall in the Reduta house in Bratislava, Old Town district, in the Slovak Republic. The contribution amounts to 42.016.806 SKK excluding VAT (1.394.702 €). The conversion rate 1 € = 30,1260 Slovak Crowns is in accordance with the central parity of the Slovak Crown in ERM II, defined on 7 July 2008 for Slovakia’s entrance into the eurozone.

The Slovak Philharmonic, as the contracting authority, has evaluated your company’s conformity with the conditions of participation following your request, before the deadline specified in the contract notice published in the Supplement No. 238 of the Official Journal of the European Union No. 238 on 6 December 2008 under the reference 2008/S 238-316472 with the object “New organ for the Slovak Philharmonic in Bratislava”. The contracting authority, having evaluated the documents proving that the candidate satisfies the conditions of participation, has ruled that your company, as the candidate, completely satisfies the conditions of participation. Your documents are complete, up-to-date and truthful. On this basis, the Slovak Philharmonic, as the contracting authority, has decided to invite your company to participate in the dialogue, which will begin as soon as you present your first partial tender; afterwards there will follow a dialogue concerning that tender. Therefore, in accordance with Clause 61, Article 1 of the Public Procurement Act No. 25/2006 (including changes and amendments to some acts in wordings of subsequent regulations), we announce the following:

the place and time limit determined to request an indicative document in the event it is not included in the call, or a reference to access that document where the contracting authority offers unrestricted and direct access by electronic means:
The contracting authority is sending the indicative document in paper form by post to your latest address on its records, as well as by electronic means: text section by E-mail to your address on its records and plans and drawings on a CD-ROM;

the amount and method of payment for the indicative document, if required,

The contracting authority does not charge a price for the indicative document.
c)
information concerning the publication of the contract notice,

The contract notice for the above-the-limit supply contract for an organ was published in Supplement No. 238 of the Official Journal of the European Union No. 238 on 6 December 2008 in section European Communities – Services – Competitive Dialogues, under the heading: “SK-Bratislava: Organs” under the reference 2008/S 238-316472 (New organ for the Slovak Philharmonic in Bratislava), as well as by the Office for Public Procurement in the Journal of Public Procurement. The contracting authority prepared the English mutation of the notice and published it on its website www.filharmonia.sk.
d)
the place and date of the dialogue and the language or languages to be held in,

The first stage of the dialogue will be started by the candidates, who are obliged, in the time limit of 25 May 2009 at 2 p.m., to deliver the first partial tender in paper form in accordance with the indicative document to the address of the contracting authority; negotiated stage of the dialogue will start on 2 June 2009 at 8 a.m., the exact time will be agreed with each candidate separately on the given day or the day after, i.e. 3 June 2009.
e)
specification of additional documents, if necessary and intended to support the statements submitted by the candidate in accordance with the contract notice, or to complement the information requested in the contract notice; requirements relating to the financial and economic standing and technical ability or professional suitability other than those initially specified by the contracting authority must not be applied,

The contracting authority does not request any additional documents in the first stage because they are not needed to support the statements submitted by the candidate in accordance with the contract notice, or to complement the information requested in the contract notice. However, the candidate must submit the first partial tender in accordance with the indicative document and present, explain or complement it in the course of the dialogue.
f)
relative weights of the specific criteria for the evaluation of tenders or the descending order of importance of the criteria unless stated in the contract notice or in the indicative document

Relative weights of the specific criteria for the evaluation of tenders were specified by the contracting authority for both parts of the object of contract in the indicative document together with the rules of application.
g)
other necessary information

All additional information is included in the indicative document. The contracting authority anticipates that the number of candidates invited to the second stage of the competitive dialogue will be lowered to three in accordance with the notice and with the results of evaluation of the first stage and of the first partial tender. The dialogue and tenders will be held in Slovak, Czech and English in accordance with the notice and the indicative document. During the dialogue, the contracting authority will provide simultaneous interpreters.
